[bookmark: _GoBack]Baseball is a bat-and-ball game played between two teams of nine players on a diamond-shaped field. The goal of the game is to score more runs than the other team. A run is scored when a player on the offensive team completes a circuit of the four bases on the field.
The game is partitioned into innings. A commonplace ball game is nine innings in length, albeit additional innings can be played on the off chance that the score is tied after nine innings. Every inning is partitioned into equal parts: the highest point of the inning and the lower part of the inning. The group that bats first in an inning is the opposing group. The group that bats second is the host group. During the top portion of the inning, the opposing group attempts to score runs by batting and baserunning. The host group attempts to forestall the opposing group from scoring runs by handling. During the base portion of the inning, the host group attempts to score runs by batting and baserunning. The opposing group attempts to keep the host group from scoring runs by handling. The group with the most runs toward the finish of the game dominates the match.
Each inning has two halves - the top and the bottom. Top Half: The visiting team bats first, trying to score runs. The home team fields, trying to prevent runs.Bottom Half: The home team bats, trying to score runs. The visiting team fields. Outs: Three outs for either team end their turn at bat, and the other team takes the field. Outs can be made through strikeouts, catching a fly ball, or forcing a runner out at a base.
Scoring Runs: A run is scored when a batter safely completes a full circuit of the four bases on the field: home plate, first base, second base, and third base, touching each base in order. This usually happens by hitting the ball and running the bases, but can also occur through walks (awarded bases on balls thrown outside the strike zone) or errors by the fielding team.
Extra Innings: If the score is tied after nine innings, extra innings are played until a winner is determined.

The only way to improve the game is by increasing the pace of the game. This can be achieved using the following ways; 
Limit mound visits and commercial breaks: This can help keep the game moving and reduce dead time between pitches.
Implement a pitch clock: This would force pitchers to throw the ball within a specific time frame, speeding up the game.
Reduce defensive shifts: While a strategic tool, defensive shifts can make the game less exciting for fans who want to see balls put in play and action on the field.

Baseball is a beautiful game which has entertained countless generations and is atill entertaining people till this day.With a few improvements to the game, it can be the pride of many people in the world.
